Note
These are the basic parts for the Modular Sci-Fi Bastion.  Over the next few pages I will attempt to explain how these can be used to create varied fortifications.

Step 1: Than Base
This is the 6 inch x 6 inch bottom floor.  You can find the part in the "Bottom Floor" layer of the Sci-Fi Bastion pdf.

You can mount it on Cereal Box, Card Stock, 1mm or 2mm Mat Board.

Step 2: Interior Support and Walls
Interior Supports should be a sturdy material like 1mm or 2mm Matboard.  If your using cardstock or Cereal box then print out two and glue them together.  Don't forget to increase the width of the slots if your doubling up the material.

I normally glue the bottom and sides along with two wall sections to make sure I get them on evenly.  You may however prefer to do it a different way.

Step 2: Interior Support and Walls
Finish off by adding the other two walls.

Note: I forgot to add the picture of the interior supports, they should be in there.  Sorry.
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Step 3: Adding Floors.
Place down your subfloor.  You need to choose which floor you want. 

If you want a lip hanging out then you need to place the "Enlarged Floor" from the pdf.  If you want if flush then place the "Floor".
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Step 4: Lower Gun Ports
The "Ground Floor Gun Ports" have several layers to them.  The largest is the outside of the structure followed by the interior structure that has the gun slot.  The next pieces are Greebled parts I use card stock or cereal box for the outer rim and 1mm mat board for the frame of the gun port.

Complete four of these and place them under the floor section as shown.

IMPORTANT NOTE: One of the four should be cut out differently.  Instead of cutting out the centre, cut a straight line so the face is solid.  This will be where the door is placed.  You will not need the interior sections for this part.
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Step 5: Grated Floor
Cut out the "Grated Floor" and centre it over the subfloor.  The Grated Floor is slightly smaller than the subfloor to allow room for the Crenellations.
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Step 6: Crenellations
The Crenelations come in three parts.  The main body, and two Greebled parts.

There are TWO versions of the Crenelations in the file.  One is for Cardstock and the other is for 1mm material such as plastic card or mat board.  Assemble as shown.

Step 7: The Door
Assemble and place the door over the solid Gun Port as described on page 6.

Simple.

Give the model plenty of time to dry.  I suggest priming then texturing using your preferred method.
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Step 1: Floor and interior supports.
Just like the last variant for the lower half, the upper half will have the standard 4" wall giving the Bastions a more towered look.
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Step 2: Interior Support and Walls
Interior Supports should be a sturdy material like 1mm or 2mm Matboard.  If your using cardstock or Cereal box then print out two and glue them together.  Don't forget to increase the width of the slots if your doubling up the material.

I normally glue the bottom and sides along with two wall sections to make sure I get them on evenly.  You may however prefer to do it a different way
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Step 3: Adding Floors.
Place down your subfloor.  You need to choose which floor you want. If your using thicker material you may need the smaller floor to make the top even.

If you want a lip hanging out then you need to place the "Enlarged Floor" from the pdf.  If you want if flush then place the "Floor".

Step 3: Adding Floors
Place down your subfloor.  You need to choose which floor you want. 

If you want a lip hanging out then you need to place the "Enlarged Floor" from the pdf.  If you want if flush then place the "Floor".
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Step 4: Interior Supports
You will use the appropriate interior support depending on your height that you are building and the thickness of the material.
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Step 5: Walls
Add the walls of the appropriate height.  2", 4", and 8" walls are provided.

If your using thick material you will need to cut the edges inward at a 45 degree angle.
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Step 6: Lower Gun ports
The "Ground Floor Gun Ports" have several layers to them.  The largest is the outside of the structure followed by the interior structure that has the gun slot.  The next pieces are Greebled parts I use card stock or cereal box for the outer rim and 1mm mat board for the frame of the gun port.

Complete four of these and place them under the floor section as shown.

IMPORTANT NOTE: One of the four should be cut out differently.  Instead of cutting out the centre, cut a straight line so the face is solid.  This will be where the door is placed.  You will not need the interior sections for this part.
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Step 7: Gun Port Walls
Assemble four Gun Port Walls.

They come in four sizes 2", 4" and 8".

Note the open hole in the center of the part.  This is where the weapon sponson or turret will be inserted.

Also for those using thicker material you will need to cut a 45 degree groove in the areas that fold OR cut all the way through at 45 degree angles and reglue them.  
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Step 8: Sponson/Turrets
The Sponson come in 5 parts.

1) Tube.  You can use the one provided or do what I do and use a plastic straw.

2) Swivel Mount: This is what the Heavy Bolters will be glued onto.

3) Main Structure: The main structure gets sunk into the Gun Port Walls.  The tube and Swivel Mount get inserted into the Main structure.  Glue only the Tube to the main structure.  The Swivel mount is not to be glued.

4) Greeble Parts: 2 Greeble parts to be glued on.
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Step 9: Floors and Grated Floors
Place down your subfloor.  You need to choose which floor you want. 

If you want a lip hanging out then you need to place the "Enlarged Floor" from the pdf.  If you want if flush then place the "Floor".

Cut out the "Grated Floor" and centre it over the subfloor.  The Grated Floor is slightly smaller than the subfloor to allow room for the Crenellations.
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Step 10: Crenellations
The Crenelations come in three parts.  The main body, and two Greebled parts.

There are TWO versions of the Crenelations in the file.  One is for Cardstock and the other is for 1mm material such as plastic card or mat board.  Assemble as shown.
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Step 11: Door
Assemble and place the door over the solid Gun Port as described on page 6.

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Tower Versions
Here we have four tower versions of the Sci-Fi Bastion.  From left to right we have

1) 2" wall
2) 4" wall
3) 6" wall using the 2 and 4 inch wall pieces
4) 8" wall.  You could place three gun ports on each side with the 8" wall section and still have it look proper, any more than that would look silly.
